Indent.  Write a Hook.  (Ask a question, state a fact, quote a statistic or a person, write a description or describe a scene illustrating your topic).  Discuss your topic in GENERAL terms for 2 sentences.  Write a specific THESIS STATEMENT naming your point, stand on an issue, or what you are going to prove in the essay.  (Never refer to yourself, the reader, or the essay).


Indent.  Write a Topic Sentence that relates directly (word or phrase reference) back to the wording in the Thesis Statement.  The next few sentences are explanation or proof (examples from real life or the text being referenced) supporting your topic sentence.  This is where quotes are used.  Write a Transition Sentence.  This is a sentence that guides us into the topic of the next paragraph.  Be careful NOT to write a TOPIC sentence here.


Indent.  Write a Topic Sentence that relates directly to the next idea from your Thesis Statement.  Write explanation sentences using quotes or examples as proof.  Write another Transition Sentence to carry the reader to the last point in the last body paragraph.  


Indent.  Write a Topic Sentence that, like the others before it, relates directly back to the points made in the Thesis Statement.  Add your proof.  Write a final Transition Sentence.


Indent.  Write a Conclusion (do not use the phrase, “In conclusion,” or “In summary,” or “To summarize,” or “To sum up.”)  Summarize your findings. Rephrase your Thesis Statement.  Refer back to your Hook in a new way.  This is called Reflection or Wrapping.  It’s cool.
