4.  Star (*) your two favorite passages or descriptions.

5.  Assess the creativity of the intro.  Use a scale of 1(poor) – 4 and put the number by the intro.

6.  Rate the effectiveness of the conclusion.  Use the intro scale and method.

7.  Identify the focus (theme) of the paper with a heart. (    )

8.  Write (on the back, in the margin) 1.  Two questions for the author.  What did you wonder about as you read the paper? and 2.  Notes to yourself to be used when you discuss the paper with your writers workshop group.
